Himley Hall and Park are situated 5 km west of Dudley on the B4176 just east of 
its junction with the A449. Grid reference SO889916 Postcode DY3 4DF 

 

 Parking: Parking £1 per vehicle – pay at meter. Notify the organiser if you are bringing a 
coach. Car park close to assembly. Middle start 1 km from both 

 

 Terrain: Sprint: open parkland and steep woodland. Middle: Path-rich mix of woodland 
and open; rough open hill to the east on the old colliery site 

 

 Maps: Sprint: 1:5000 Middle 1:7500 updated 2009 by Alison Sloman (HOC) On 
waterproof paper. Courses pre-marked. 

 

 Courses: Sprint: age-class courses between 1.2 km and 3.2 km 
Middle: White, Yellow (M/W10), Orange (M/W12), Light Green (M/W14 W55+ 
M75+), Green (W16 W45-50 M65-70), Short Blue (M16 W18-40 M55-60), Long 
Blue (M18-50) 6 km
