 Terrain: Ex sand and gravel quarry, now returned to nature, mostly wooded. Complex network of 
paths. Some vegetation a bit thick. Some steepish slopes normally topped by fence 

 

 Map: A4 map, premarked, not waterproof. 1:5000 produced by Peel Land Surveys 2008, updated 
by Barry McGowan 2011. 

 

 Courses: Single course of only about 4.5k. Controls must be taken in order but controls may be missed 
out. About half the 25 controls will be on path junctions on the nature trail, and hence more 
suitable for novices.  
10 points per control, possible bonus points for being early. 1 point lost for every 6 secs late. 
More than 2 controls out of order and competitor deemed to be doing non-counting score 
event.
